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Abstract

The research aims to study the level of community participation in management of aquatic animal protected area in Moo 1, Pa-khat
Subdistrict, Singhanakhon District, Songkhla Province. A mixed method approach was employed, particularly a quantitative research
method of using a questionnaire to interview representatives of ninety-two households. The qualitative research methods are semi-
structured interview, participant observation and focus group discussion with core-team members of the community. It is found that the
overall level of community participation is high, whereas the levels of participation stages can be ranked from the ones in obtaining
benefits, implementations and practices, follow-up and monitoring, and planning for solutions respectively. Based on the concept of
livelihoods approach, the outcomes of community participation at the household and community levels are ranked in the same way:

increases in natural capital are the highest, then human capital, financial capital, physical capital and social capital respectively.
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
