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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to develop the factors and the indicators of citizenship of undergraduate students. The samples
were 400 first to fourth year undergraduate students of Naresuan University, in the academic year 2015. They were selected by
using multi-stage random sampling. The research instrument was a questionnaire, based on Likert’s five-rating scale, focusing on
the qualities of citizenships of undergraduate students. The data were analyzed by using the frequency distributions, median,
interquartile range, percentage, mean, standard deviation and coefficient of correlation by statistical package and second order
confirmatory factor analysis by LISREL program in order to check the construct validity and the indicators validity of citizenship of
undergraduate students.

It was found that the factors and the indicators of citizenship of undergraduate students can be divided into 7 factors and 23
indicators. The first factor was Freedom and Self-Reliance, consisting of 3 indicators. The second factor was Equality, consisting

of 2 indicators. The third factor was Acceptance of Difference, consisting of 2 indicators. The forth factor was Respect for Self and
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Others’ Right, consisting of 3 indicators. The fifth factor was Responsibility for the society, consisting of 5 indicators. The sixth
factor was Understanding Democracy and Taking part in a Democracy, consisting of 4 indicators. The last factor was Having
Morality and Ethics, consisting of 4 indicators. The results also showed that the developed model of the factors and the indicators
of citizenship of undergraduate students was harmonious with the empirical data. The chi square was 142.01 (P =0.60076), P at
Degree of Freedom was equal to 147, the Goodness of Fit Index: GFI was 0.97, Adjusted Goodness of Fit Index (AGFI) was
0.94, Root of Mean Square Residuals (RMR) was 0.0084 and Root Mean Square Error of Approximation (RMSEA) was at
0.000. Statistical analysis results thus confirmed the research hypotheses. This means the model of the factors and the indicators of
citizenship of undergraduate students had statistical significance for the factors and indicators weights at .01. This shows that the
model had the construct validity. The important weights in descending order were Respect for Self and Others’ Right,

Responsibility for the society, Having Morality and Ethics, Understanding Democracy and Taking part in a Democracy, Acceptance

of Difference, Equality, Freedom and Self-Reliance, and at 1.03, 1.00, 0.98, 0.87, 0.85, 0.80 and 0.70, respectively.
