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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to develop a hybrid learning management competency-enhancing curriculum for in-service
computer teachers to promote elementary students’ information and communication technology literacy. As thus, the specific purposes
of the research were 1) to study basic information for developing the curriculum, 2) to develop the curriculum and verify its quality,
3) to implement the curriculum, and 4) to evaluate the curriculum using Kirkpatrick model.

The research design employed in the study was research and development (R & D) approach which was divided into four phases.
The first phase was about studying basic information for the curriculum. Data were obtained from seven experts. The second phase was
about developing and verifying the quality of the curriculum using supplement ideas and suggestions from the seven experts. The
curriculum was used in the pilot study with seven in-service computer teachers. The third phase was about implementing the training
curriculum with the samples from 28 in-service computer teachers. The last phase was about the curriculum evaluation by using
Kirkpatrick model.

The results of the research study were as follows:

1. The study of basic information for a hybrid learning management competency-enhancing curriculum is divided into four areas:
1) the ability to design hybrid learning to promote students’ information and communication technology literacy, 2) the ability to create
media or select media for hybrid learning management, 3) skills of hybrid learning management, and 4) the ability to measure and
evaluate students’ information and communications technology literacy.

2. The hybrid learning management competency-enhancing curriculum consisted of eight components as follows: 1) principle, 2)
the aim of the course, 3) the structure of the course, 4) the content of the curriculum, 5) learning activities, 6) duration of the course,
7) media and learning resources, and 8) measurement and evaluation, the results were that the curriculum was approved in suitability
by the experts at the high level (X = 4.21, S.D. = 0.47) and feasibility at the high level (X = 4.32, S.D. = 0.16).

3. The result of implementing the curriculum revealed the following results: The in-service computer teachers’ knowledge test
score after the training was significantly higher than that of the before one at .05. The in-service computer teachers’ hybrid learning
design skills score are between 25-29 points, representing the percentage ranged from 83.33 to 96.67, which evaluated all of the
criteria and the in-service computer teachers’ attitudes after the training are, overall, at a high level ()? = 3.96, S.D. = 0.29).

4. The curriculum evaluation results by using Kirk Patrick are that: The reaction of the in-service computer teachers after
training: they had a high level of satisfaction with the curriculum and the documented course ( X = 4.34,8.D. = 0.63) and ( X =
4.26, S.D. = 0.60). They had high level of knowledge (X = 3.50, S.D. = 0.55), skills ( X = 3.57, S.D. = 0.59), and, attitudes

()? =4.26, S.D. = 0.64) and the in-service computer teachers’ learning behaviors are above the criteria of percentage of 70.
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
