Abstract

This study aimed to analyze financial behavior and factors effecting to financial behavior of Myanmar migrant workers. Data
was collected by a questionnaire with 400 samples of Myanmar migrant workers in Chiang Mai Province and path analysis was
used to analyze the factors effecting to financial behavior. The result indicated that Myanmar workers earned the average income of
8,685.86 bahts per month. Their financial behavior included the monthly payment for consumption 4,792.94 bahts, investment
1,449.54 bahts, donation 332.43 bahts, savings 960.37 bahts, debt 465.81 bahts, and others 207.08 bahts. In addition, the
most important factors affecting financial behavior were investment, donations, and others with the total direct and indirect effects
of Path analysis 0.112. However, consumption affected the financial behavior with the total direct and indirect effects of Path

analysis —0.092.
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
