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Abstract

This research has aimed to study on the caregiving for elderly parents in accordance with the Buddhist doctrine in Thai Buddhist
families. It is a quantitative research targeting to the Buddhist population of aged between 18-59 years old who had been living in the
5 target districts of Metropolitan Bangkok, Thailand. A purposive sampling technique was used to identify and gathering the data from
632 sample population with the application of a descriptive statistic for data analysis. The findings revealed that 98.4 % of the samples
agreed upon the influence of traditional Buddhism teaching regarding the caregiving for elderly parents. For instance, it taught that
caregiving for parents is an essential duty of any children as well as it is an auspicious mandate that Thai Buddhist must do in order to
be grateful and reciprocate with our parents. There are about 95.5% of the samples agreed to follow the principle of caregiving for
elderly parents in relation to the Buddhist doctrine of Bhavana 4 (4 dimensions of man development) such as caregiving for health

promotion or on sickness, to support for practicing mediation, chanting, listening the dhamma talk in various occasion etc.
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
