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Abstract
Family is the first and foremost foundation of social institute. Perceived husband support influence maternal
breastfeeding and bonding with her child. This study investigated levels of supports received from husband during the
first 6 month of breastfeeding in terms of emotion, role appraisal, information, and helping with supplies. Participants
were 115 mothers who brought infants ages 1 to 6 months to well- baby clinic and outpatient department at Saraburi
Hospital. Data were collected by utilizing five questionnaires. Descriptive statistics and t-test independent were used

as the data analytic methods. Results showed that most participants were 21-30 years old (53.0%), housewife
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(42.6%), and had first child (46.1%). Most participants continued exclusive breastfeeding for two months
(33.0%). Main reason of stopped breastfeeding (47.8%) during the first six month. because had to return to their
work (27.8%). Participants perceived an overall husbands support and in each dimension were at high levels.
However, finding revealed the negative relationship between husband support and duration of breastfeeding.
Participants with infant age < 3 months perceived higher level of husband support than participants with infant age
> 3 months. Therefore, healthcare and related personnel should provide knowledge and advice for promoting family
bonding campaigns and encourage husband to participate in exclusive breastfeeding since antenatal, delivery, and
postpartum periods.
