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Abstract
The National Tourism Development Plan for year 2012 -2016 has set up five strategic development strategies which are the
development of infrastructure and facilities, the development and rehabilitation of sustainable tourism, the development of
products, services and resources for tourism, creating confidence and promote tourism, and promote the participation of the public

sector. To develop tourism, it is important to have appropriate strategies to raise standards of natural attractions in order to make
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the natural attractions become a popular tourist destination and be able to meet the needs of tourists. Therefore, this research aims
to analyze the assessment according to tourism standard from tourists to create a strategic operation in order to raise the standard
of the natural attractions of Doi Inthanon National Park, Chiang Mai. Population and sample are 400 Thai and foreign tourists
who come to Chiang Mai. The questionnaire is used to collect quantitative data and Yamane's Simple Random Sampling formula
(Yamane, 1970) is used to select the population and sample. Qualitative data collect from in-depth interviews with a group of
opinion leaders by attending the workshop in collaboration with the researchers and the analysis of strengths, weakness,
opportunities and threats via "Appreciation - Influence - Control” or AIC activities. The results of the study showed that to
evaluate the level of tourism standard of Doi Inthanon National Park consist of five dimensions which are 1) The physical
characteristic of tourist attractions, 2) Environmental quality management, 3) Economic and social, 4) The value of learning and
education and 5) Administration managed to raise the standard of natural attractions in the overall assessment on the quality is
relatively quite high level. Regarding to the guideline for the appropriate development of strategies to raise the standards of
natural, attractions in Chiang Mai, it is important to concentrate on creating operating strategies which including conservation and
ecosystem management, services management for tourism, conservation of the natural environment, the training for staff who
related to tourism services, create quality restaurant and landscape improvement as a guideline to develop a sustainable natural

attraction in Chiang Mai.
