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Abstract

This article aimed to study the existence of the inequality problem in the society including a situation of inequality in Thai
society so as to seek a social policy guideline to reduce the inequality problem in Thai society in a sustainable manner. Based on
studying research papers, academic work and theses of scholars in the country and abroad including academic work of international
organizations, it is found that inequality possibly includes injustice, inequity or distortion in every sector of the society and it
appears to exist further. In Thailand, inequality problem has been with Thai society for such a long time and appeared in many
forms, resulting from connectivity of development factors by leaps and bounds, political, economic, and social factors. However,
problem solution has not been found in a clear and sustainable manner, leading to a demand in establishing a set of policies on
strengthening local administrative organizations with regard to budget, personnel, and building partnership network. If it can be

driven to become a national agenda, it can minimize the inequality problem in Thailand in a sustainable manner.
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
